Extension cords for the battery chargers authorized in the Jan meeting will be hung from retractable reels in the hope that will save the cords from being pulled apart. Mail box for minutes and info is now in the garage. Two pagers repaired two still in repair. Andy Pommier  has scrounged a door for the west end of our garage behind the kitchen.

Treasurer Audit Report: shows the books to be as reported at year-end. Received $18423.49, paid out $6975.65. Balance at end of 2001 was $18192.44. Motion by Branden Guthrie / Kevin Gibbons.

Installation Banquet: everyone that attended owes $20.00.

Service Awards: were announced at the banquet and repeated for the minutes: 5 years: Arno Metting, Matt Tingey, Curtis Packer, 15 years: Ridd Grover; 20 years: Brent Dickamore; 25 years: Bob Richards.

Airport Guarding Update: Jim Bucannan updated the Olymics Brigham City Airport guarding. The requirement has been changed to 24 hrs per day. We will need to provide one S&R guard to work with a Brigham City employee form 4:00 PM to 11:00 PM and one for 11:00 PM to 08:00 AM starting Feb 8th. Jim wants to use our S&R trailer to park at the gate and we will check people in and out of the airport. Many members indicated they would participate. Jim stated that the requirements had been changing rapidly and likely would change again.

Weekend Patrol By Members: Commander Parsons reported that 4 members had patrolled last month and the sheriff was still glad to have us out in the county on the weekends. The SO will pay for fuel and food for day rides.

Gas Card:  Commander Parsons reported that we had been issued a new gas card  that was good in many gas stations around the county.

S&R License Plates: Commander Parsons reported that the new Utah license plates with S&R logo (similar to firefighters) were almost authorized by the Utah legislature.  Plates must be authorized by the Sheriff (form) and will probably cost $10.00 the first year and $5.00 each year thereafter. The bill in the legislature is #118 and you can look it up on the computer net online at the Utah State web site.  Will be available in Oct 2002.

Chief Dep Yeates: passed out some new county maps that showed the latitude and longitude of pre-identified locations around the county. Lynn stated that we were authorized to get “10-28’s” from dispatch. There will be no surplus vehicles available from the SO this year.
